JESUS’ BAPTISM AND 
THE WITNESS OF JOHN

The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, “Behold!
The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world! This is He of
whom I said, ‘After me comes a Man who is preferred before me, for He
was before me.’ I did not know Him; but that He should be revealed to
Israel, therefore I came baptizing with water.”

And John bore witness, saying, “I saw the Spirit descending from
heaven like a dove, and He remained upon Him. I did not know Him, but
He who sent me to baptize with water said to me, ‘Upon whom you see
the Spirit descending, and remaining on Him, this is He who baptizes
with the Holy Spirit.’

ohn the Baptist saw a dove and believed. James Whittaker
saw a sea gull and believed. James Whittaker was a member

of the hand-picked crew that flew the B-17 Flying Fortress
captained by Eddie Rickenbacker. Anybody who remembers
October of 1942 remembers the day Rickenbacker and his crew
were reported lost at sea.

Somewhere over the Pacific, out of radio range, the plane ran
out of fuel and crashed into the ocean. The nine men spent the
next months floating in three rafts. They battled the heat, the
storms, and the water. Sharks, some ten feet long, would ram



their nine-foot boats. After only eight days their rations were
eaten or destroyed by saltwater. It would take a miracle to
survive.

One morning after their daily devotions, Rickenbacker leaned
his head back against the raft and pulled his hat over his eyes.
A bird landed on his head. He peered out from under his hat.
Every eye was on him. He instinctively knew it was a sea gull.

Rickenbacker caught it, and the crew ate it. The bird’s
intestines were used for bait to catch fish . . . and the crew
survived to tell the story. A story about a stranded crew with
no hope or help in sight. A story about prayers offered and
prayers answered. A story of salvation. But the greatest event
of that day was not the rescue of a crew but the rescue of a
soul.

James Whittaker was an unbeliever. The plane crash didn’t
change his unbelief. The days facing death didn’t cause him to
reconsider his destiny. In fact, Mrs. Whittaker said her
husband grew irritated with John Bartak, a crew member who
continually read his Bible privately and aloud.

But his protests didn’t stop Bartak from reading. Nor did
Whittaker’s resistance stop the Word from penetrating his
soul. Unknown to Whittaker, the soil of his heart was being
plowed. For it was one morning after a Bible reading that the
sea gull landed on Captain Rickenbacker’s head. And at that
moment Jim became a believer. . . .

Isn’t that just like God? Who would have gone to such
extremes to save a soul? Amazing the lengths to which he will

go to get our attention.

DAY 3

JESUS TURNS WATER 
INTO WINE

On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee, and the
mother of Jesus was there. Now both Jesus and His disciples were
invited to the wedding. And when they ran out of wine, the mother of
Jesus said to Him, “They have no wine.”

Jesus said to her, “Woman, what does your concern have to do with
Me? My hour has not yet come.”

His mother said to the servants, “Whatever He says to you, do it.”
Now there were set there six waterpots of stone, according to the

manner of purification of the Jews, containing twenty or thirty gallons
apiece.

Jesus said to them, “Fill the waterpots with water.” And they filled
them up to the brim. And He said to them, “Draw some out now, and
take it to the master of the feast.” And they took it. When the master of
the feast had tasted the water that was made wine, and did not know
where it came from (but the servants who had drawn the water knew),
the master of the feast called the bridegroom. And he said to him, “Every
man at the beginning sets out the good wine, and when the guests have
well drunk, then the inferior. You have kept the good wine until now!”

This beginning of signs Jesus did in Cana of Galilee, and manifested
His glory; and His disciples believed in Him.

JOHN 2:1–11



Hospitality at a wedding was a sacred duty. So serious
were those social customs that, if they were not

observed, lawsuits could be brought by the injured parties!
“Without wine,” said the rabbis, “there is no joy.” Wine was

crucial, not for drunkenness, which was considered a disgrace,
but for what it demonstrated. The presence of wine stated that
this was a special day and that all the guests were special
guests. . . .

Mary, the mother of Jesus, is one of the first to notice that
the wine has run out. She goes to her Son and points out the
problem: “They have no wine.”

Jesus’ response? “Woman, what does your concern have to
do with Me? My hour has not yet come.”

Interesting statement. “My hour.” Jesus is aware of the plan.
He has a place and a time for his first miracle. And this isn’t it.

Jesus knows the plan. At first, it appears he is going to stay
with it. But as he hears his mother and looks into the faces of
the wedding party, he reconsiders. The significance of the plan
is slowly eclipsed by his concern for the people. Timing is
important, but people are more so.

As a result, he changes his plan to meet the needs of some
friends. Incredible. The schedule of heaven is altered so some
friends won’t be embarrassed. The inaugural miracle is
motivated—not by tragedy or famine or moral collapse—but
by concern for friends who are in a bind. . . .

His friends were embarrassed. What bothered them bothered
him.

So go ahead. Tell God what hurts. Talk to him. He won’t turn
you away. He won’t think it’s silly. . . . Does God care about



the little things in our lives? You better believe it.

If it matters to you, it matters to him.

JESUS’ SERMON 
ON THE MOUNT

And seeing the multitudes, He went up on a mountain, and when He
was seated His disciples came to Him. Then He opened His mouth and
taught them, saying:

Blessed are those who mourn,

For they shall be comforted.
Blessed are the meek,

For they shall inherit the earth.
Blessed are those who hunger and thirst

for righteousness,
For they shall be filled.

Blessed are the merciful,
For they shall obtain mercy.

Blessed are the pure in heart,
For they shall see God.

Sacred delight is good news coming through the back door
of your heart. It’s what you’d always dreamed but never

expected. It’s having God as your pinch-hitter, your lawyer,
your dad, your biggest fan, and your best friend. It’s hope
where you least expected it: a flower in life’s sidewalk.

And it is this sacred delight that Jesus promises in the
Sermon on the Mount.

Nine times he promises it. And he promises it to an unlikely
crowd: • “The poor in spirit.” Beggars in God’s soup kitchen.

• “Those who mourn.” Sinners Anonymous bound together
by the truth of their introduction: “Hi, I am me. I’m a sinner.”

• “The meek.” Pawnshop pianos played by Van Cliburn.
(He’s so good no one notices the missing keys.) • “Those who
hunger and thirst.” Famished orphans who know the
difference between a TV dinner and a Thanksgiving feast.

• “The merciful.” Winners of the million-dollar lottery who
share the prize with their enemies.

• “The pure in heart.” Physicians who love lepers and
escape infection.

• “The peacemakers.” Architects who build bridges with
wood from a Roman cross.

• “Those who are persecuted.” Those who manage to keep
an eye on heaven while walking through hell on earth.

It is to this band of pilgrims that God promises a special

blessing. A heavenly joy. A sacred delight.

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DAY 7

JESUS TALKS WITH A 
SAMARITAN WOMAN

So He came to a city of Samaria which is called Sychar. . . . Now
Jacob’s well was there. Jesus therefore, being wearied from His journey,
sat thus by the well. . . .

A woman of Samaria came to draw water. Jesus said to her, “Give Me
a drink.” For His disciples had gone away into the city to buy food.

Then the woman of Samaria said to Him, “How is it that You, being a
Jew, ask a drink from me, a Samaritan woman?” For Jews have no
dealings with Samaritans.

Jesus answered and said to her, “If you knew the gift of God, and who
it is who says to you, ‘Give Me a drink,’ you would have asked Him, and
He would have given you living water.”

The woman said to Him, “Sir, You have nothing to draw with, and
the well is deep. Where then do You get that living water? Are You
greater than our father Jacob, who gave us the well, and drank from it
himself, as well as his sons and his livestock?”

Jesus answered and said to her, “Whoever drinks of this water will
thirst again, but whoever drinks of the water that I shall give him will
never thirst. But the water that I shall give him will become in him a
fountain of water springing up into everlasting life.”

JOHN 4:5–14

e was seated on the ground: legs outstretched, hands
folded, back resting against the well. She stopped and

looked at him. He was obviously Jewish. What was he doing



here?
Sensing her discomfort, Jesus asked her for water. But she

was too streetwise to think that all he wanted was a drink. She
wanted to know what he really had in mind. Her intuition was
partly correct. He was interested in her heart.

They talked. Who could remember the last time a man had
spoken to her with respect? He told her about a spring of water
that would quench, not the thirst of the throat, but of the soul.

“Sir, give me this water so that I won’t get thirsty and have
to keep coming here to draw water.”

“Go, call your husband and come back.”
Her heart must have sunk. Here was a Jew who didn’t care if

she was a Samaritan. Here was the closest thing to gentleness
she’d ever seen. And now he was asking her about . . . that. . . .

“I have no husband.” (Kindness has a way of inviting
honesty.) This woman wondered what Jesus would do. He will
be angry. He will leave. He will think I’m worthless. If you’ve
had the same anxieties, then get out your pencil. You’ll want to
underline Jesus’ answer. “You’re right. You have had five
husbands and the man you are with now won’t even give you
a name.” . . .

Then she asked the question that revealed the gaping hole
in her soul. “Where is God? My people say he is on the
mountain. Your people say he is in Jerusalem. I don’t know
where he is.” Of all the women to have an insatiable appetite
for God—a five-time divorcée? And of all the people to be
chosen to personally receive the secret of the ages— an
outcast among outcasts? His eyes must have danced as he

whispered the secret. “I am the Messiah.”

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DAY 8

JESUS HEALS A 
PARALYZED MAN

And again He entered Capernaum after some days, and it was heard
that He was in the house. Immediately many gathered together, so that
there was no longer room to receive them, not even near the door. And
He preached the word to them. Then they came to Him, bringing a
paralytic who was carried by four men. And when they could not come
near Him because of the crowd, they uncovered the roof where He was.
So when they had broken through, they let down the bed on which the
paralytic was lying.

When Jesus saw their faith, He said to the paralytic, “Son, your sins
are forgiven you.” . . .

Immediately he arose, took up the bed, and went out in the presence of
them all, so that all were amazed and glorified God, saying, “We never
saw anything like this!”

MARK 2:1–5, 12

t was risky—they could fall. It was dangerous—h e could
fall. It was unorthodox—de-roofing is antisocial. But it was

their only chance to see Jesus. So they climbed to the roof.
Faith does those things. Faith does the unexpected. And

faith gets God’s attention. Look what Mark says: “When Jesus
saw their faith, He said to the paralytic, ‘Son, your sins are
forgiven.’ ”

The friends want him to heal their friend. But Jesus won’t



settle for a simple healing of the body—he wants to heal the
soul. He leapfrogs the physical and deals with the spiritual. To
heal the body is temporal; to heal the soul is eternal.

The request of the friends is valid—but timid. The
expectations of the crowd are high—but not high enough.
They expect Jesus to say, “I heal you.” Instead he says, “I
forgive you.” . . .

Remarkable. Sometimes God is so touched by what he sees
that he gives us what we need and not simply that for which

we ask.

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DAY 9

JESUS HEALS JAIRUS’S 
DAUGHTER

And behold, one of the rulers of the synagogue came, Jairus by name.
And when he saw Him, he fell at His feet and begged Him earnestly,
saying, “My little daughter lies at the point of death. Come and lay Your
hands on her, that she may be healed, and she will live.” So Jesus went
with him, and a great multitude followed Him and thronged Him. . . .

Then He came to the house of the ruler of the synagogue, and saw a
tumult and those who wept and wailed loudly. When He came in, He
said to them, “Why make this commotion and weep? The child is not
dead, but sleeping.”

And they ridiculed Him. But when He had put them all outside, He
took the father and the mother of the child, and those who were with
Him, and entered where the child was lying. Then He took the child by
the hand, and said to her, “Talitha, cumi,” which is translated, “Little
girl, I say to you, arise.” Immediately the girl arose and walked, for she
was twelve years of age. And they were overcome with great amazement.

airus is the leader of the synagogue. That may not mean
much to you and me, but in the days of Christ the leader of

the synagogue was the most important man in the community.
The synagogue was the center of religion, education,
leadership, and social activity. The leader of the synagogue
was the senior religious leader, the highest-ranking professor,



the mayor, and the best-known citizen all in one.
Who could ask for more? Yet Jairus does. He has to ask for

more. In fact, he would trade the whole package of perks and
privileges for just one assurance—that his daughter will live.

He fell at Jesus’ feet, saying, “My little daughter lies at the
point of death. Come and lay Your hands on her that she may
be healed, and she will live.”

He doesn’t barter with Jesus. He doesn’t make excuses. He
just pleads.

There are times in life when everything you have to offer is
nothing compared to what you are asking to receive. What
could a man offer in exchange for his child’s life? So there are
no games. No haggling. No masquerades.

So Jairus asks for his help. And Jesus, who loves the honest

heart, goes to give it.

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DAY 10

JESUS HEALS A SICK WOMAN

Now a certain woman had a flow of blood for twelve years, and had
suffered many things from many physicians. She had spent all that she
had and was no better, but rather grew worse. When she heard about
Jesus, she came behind Him in the crowd and touched His garment. For
she said, “If only I may touch His clothes, I shall be made well.”

Immediately the fountain of her blood was dried up, and she felt in her
body that she was healed of the affliction. And Jesus, immediately
knowing in Himself that power had gone out of Him, turned around in
the crowd and said, “Who touched My clothes?”

But His disciples said to Him, “You see the multitude thronging You,
and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’ ”

And He looked around to see her who had done this thing. But the
woman, fearing and trembling, knowing what had happened to her, came
and fell down before Him and told Him the whole truth. And He said to
her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace, and be
healed of your affliction.”

MARK 5:25–34

he was a bruised reed: “a flow of blood for twelve years,”
“suffered many things,” “spent all that she had,” and

“was no better.” But for a Jewess, nothing could be worse. No
part of her life was left unaffected.

Sexually . . . she could not touch her husband.
Maternally . . . she could not bear children.
Domestically . . . anything she touched was considered



unclean. No washing dishes, sweeping floors.
Spiritually . . . she was not allowed to enter the temple.
She was physically exhausted and socially ostracized.
By the time she gets to Jesus, he is surrounded by people.

“If only I may touch His clothes,” she thinks, “I shall be made
well.” Risky decision. . . .

Maybe that’s all you have: a crazy hunch and a high hope.
You have nothing to give. Maybe that has kept you from
coming to God. If that describes you, note carefully, only one
person was commended that day for having faith. She was a
shame-struck, penniless outcast who clutched on to her hunch

that he could and her hope that he would.

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DAY 11

JESUS’ TRANSFIGURATION

Now it came to pass, about eight days after these sayings, that He took
Peter, John, and James and went up on the mountain to pray. As He
prayed, the appearance of His face was altered, and His robe became
white and glistening. And behold, two men talked with Him, who were
Moses and Elijah, who appeared in glory and spoke of His decease
which He was about to accomplish at Jerusalem. But Peter and those
with him were heavy with sleep; and when they were fully awake, they
saw His glory and the two men who stood with Him. Then it happened,
as they were parting from Him, that Peter said to Jesus, “Master, it is
good for us to be here; and let us make three tabernacles: one for You,
one for Moses, and one for Elijah”—not knowing what he said.

While he was saying this, a cloud came and overshadowed them; and
they were fearful as they entered the cloud. And a voice came out of the
cloud, saying, “This is My beloved Son. Hear Him!” When the voice had
ceased, Jesus was found alone. But they kept quiet, and told no one in
those days any of the things they had seen.

s He prayed,” Luke writes, “the appearance of His face
was altered, and His robe became white and glistening.”

For just a moment, he is trans-figured; a roaring radiance pours
from him. He becomes as he was before he came. He is elevated
above earth’s horizon and escorted into the eternal. He is home
again. Familiar sounds surround him.

Moses and Elijah, aflame with eternal robes, stand beside



their King. When Jesus was preparing himself in the desert for
the work of life, angels came to encourage him. Now, on the
mountain, preparing himself for the work of death, Moses and
Elijah draw near: Moses, the lawgiver whose grave no man
knew; Elijah, the prophet who sidestepped death in a fiery
chariot.

And then, the voice thunders. God inhabits a cloud. And
from the belly of the cloud, the Father speaks: “This is My
beloved Son. Hear Him!”

For Peter, James, and John, the scene is bizarre: dazzling
white clouds, a voice from the sky, living images from the past.
But for Jesus, it is a view of home. . . . A glimpse into tomorrow.

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DAY 12

JESUS HEALS A MAN AT 
THE POOL OF BETHESDA

After this there was a feast of the Jews, and Jesus went up to
Jerusalem. Now there is in Jerusalem by the Sheep Gate a pool, which is
called in Hebrew, Bethesda, having five porches. In these lay a great
multitude of sick people, blind, lame, paralyzed, waiting for the moving
of the water. For an angel went down at a certain time into the pool and
stirred up the water; then whoever stepped in first, after the stirring of
the water, was made well of whatever disease he had. Now a certain
man was there who had an infirmity thirty-eight years. When Jesus saw
him lying there, and knew that he already had been in that condition a
long time, He said to him, “Do you want to be made well?”

The sick man answered Him, “Sir, I have no man to put me into the
pool when the water is stirred up; but while I am coming, another steps
down before me.”

Jesus said to him, “Rise, take up your bed and walk.”

icture a battleground strewn with wounded bodies, and
you see Bethesda. Imagine a nursing home overcrowded

and understaffed, and you see the pool. Call to mind the
orphans in Bangladesh or the abandoned in New Delhi, and
you will see what people saw when they passed Bethesda. As
they passed, what did they hear? An endless wave of groans.
What did they witness? A faceless field of need. What did



they do? Most walked past, ignoring the people.
But not Jesus. He is in Jerusalem for a feast. We don’t know

if he ever made it to the temple, but we do know he made it to
Bethesda. . . .

Can you picture it? Jesus walking among the suffering. What
is he thinking? When an infected hand touches his ankle, what
does he do? When a blind child stumbles in Jesus’ path, does
he reach down to catch the child?

But I
wasn’t one of the followers. I didn’t get as close as Peter and
James and those guys. I kept my distance. Nothing personal. I
just didn’t want to get carried away.

“But then I got sick. And then I died. I mean, I died dead.
Nothing left. Stone-cold. No life. No breath. Nothing. I died to
everything. I saw life from the tomb. And then Jesus called me
from the grave.

Did you get a
telegram? Did an angel appear in your bowl of lentils? . . .

How did it feel? How did it feel to look out and see Jesus on
the back of the donkey that lived in your barn? Were you



proud? Were you surprised? Were you annoyed?
Did you know? Did you have any idea that your generosity

would be used for such a noble purpose? Did it ever occur to
you that God was going to ride your donkey? Were you aware
that all four Gospel writers would tell your story? Did it ever
cross your mind that a couple of millenniums later, a curious
preacher in South Texas would be pondering your plight late at
night?

And as I ponder yours, I ponder mine. Sometimes I get the
impression that God wants me to give him something and
sometimes I don’t give it because I don’t know for sure, and
then I feel bad because I’ve missed my chance. And other
times, too few times, I hear him and I obey him and feel
honored that a gift of mine would be used to carry Jesus into
another place. And still other times I wonder if my little deeds
today will make a difference in the long haul.

Maybe you have those questions, too. All of us have a
donkey. You and I each have something in our lives, which, if
given back to God, could, like the donkey, move Jesus and his
story further down the road. Maybe you can sing or hug or
program a computer or speak Swahili or write a check.

Whichever, that’s your donkey. . . .
That guy who gave Jesus the donkey is just one in a long

line of folks who gave little things to a big God. Scripture has
quite a gallery of donkey-givers.

don’t understand how God can be so kind to us, but he is. He
kneels before us, takes our feet in his hands, and washes
them. Please understand that in washing the disciples’ feet,

Jesus is washing ours. That’s us being cleansed, not from our
dirt, but from our sins.

And the cleansing is not just a gesture; it is a necessity.
Listen to what Jesus said: “If I do not wash you, you have no
part with Me” (John 13:8). Why not? Because we cannot. We
cannot remove our own sin.

Don’t miss the meaning here. To place our feet in the basin
of Jesus is to place the filthiest parts of our lives into his
hands. In the ancient East, people’s feet were caked with mud
and dirt. The servant of the feast saw to it that the feet were



cleaned. Jesus is assuming the role of the servant. He will wash
the grimiest part of your life.

If you let him. The water of the Servant comes only when we
confess that we are dirty. Only when we confess that we are
caked with filth, that we have walked forbidden trails and
followed the wrong paths. We will never be cleansed until we
confess we are dirty. And we will never be able to wash the
feet of those who have hurt us until we allow Jesus, the one we

have hurt, to wash ours.

And at the Supper, Jesus is not a guest, but the host:



“[Jesus] gave it to the disciples.” The subject of the verbs is
the message of the event: he “took” . . . he “blessed” . . . he
“broke” . . . he “gave.” . . .

And, at the Supper, Jesus is not the served, but the servant.
It is Jesus who, during the Supper, put on the garb of a servant
and washed the disciples’ feet.

Jesus is the most active one at the table. He does not recline
and receive, but stands and gives. He still does. The Lord’s
Supper is a gift to you. The Lord’s Supper is a sacrament, not a
sacrifice. . . .

He fulfilled his role as a servant by washing their feet. And
he fulfilled his role as a Savior by granting them forgiveness of
sins.

He was in charge. He was on center stage. He was the

person behind and in the moment. And he still is.

In Gethsemane, Jesus
emerged from the dark. In Eden, Satan led Adam to a tree that
led to his death. From Gethsemane, Jesus went to a tree that led
to our life.

Satan was never invited to the Garden of Eden. He did not
belong there. If he has invaded a garden of your life, then
invite Jesus to reclaim it. Open the gate to God. He will enter
and do what he did at Gethsemane. He will pray, and he will

protect, and he will reclaim.

erhaps you, like Pilate, are curious about this one called
Jesus. Pilate’s question is yours. “What will I do with this

man, Jesus?”
You have two choices. You can reject him. That is an option.

You can, as have many, decide that the idea of God becoming a
carpenter is too bizarre—and walk away. Or you can accept
him. You can journey with him. You can listen for his voice
amidst the hundreds of voices and follow him.

Pilate could have. He heard many voices that day—he could
have heard Christ’s. Had Pilate chosen to respond to this
bruised Messiah, his story would have been different. Listen to
his question: “Are You the King of the Jews?” Had we been
there that day we would know the tone of voice Pilate used.
Mockery? (You . . . the king?) Curiosity? (Who are you?)
Sincerity? (Are you really who you say you are?) We wonder
about his motive. So did Jesus.

“Is that your own question, or did others tell you about
me?” Jesus wants to know why Pilate wants to know. What if
Pilate had simply said, “I’m asking for myself. I want to know. I
really want to know. Are you the king you claim to be?” If he
had asked, Jesus would have told him. If he had asked, Jesus
would have freed him. But Pilate didn’t want to know. He just
turned on his heel and retorted, “I am not Jewish.” Pilate didn’t
ask so Jesus didn’t tell. . . .

Legend has it that Pilate’s wife became a believer. And



legend has it that Pilate’s eternal home is a mountain lake
where he daily surfaces, still plunging his hands into the water
seeking forgiveness. Forever trying to wash away his guilt . . .

not for the evil he did, but for the kindness he didn’t do.

THE ROAD TO EMMAUS

Now behold, two of them were traveling that same day to a village
called Emmaus, which was seven miles from Jerusalem. And they talked
together of all these things which had happened. So it was, while they
conversed and reasoned, that Jesus Himself drew near and went with
them. But their eyes were restrained, so that they did not know Him.

And He said to them, “What kind of conversation is this that you have
with one another as you walk and are sad?”

wo disciples are walking down the dusty road to the
village of Emmaus. Their talk concerns the crucified

Jesus. “I can hardly believe it. He’s gone.” “What do we do



now?”
Just then a stranger comes up from behind and says, “I’m

sorry, but I couldn’t help overhearing you. Who are you
discussing?” They stop and turn.

One of them asks, “Where have you been the last few days?
Haven’t you heard about Jesus of Nazareth?” And he
continues to tell what has happened.

This scene fascinates me—two sincere disciples telling how
the last nail has been driven in Israel’s coffin. God, in disguise,
listens patiently, his wounded hands buried deeply in his robe.

He must have been touched at the faithfulness of this pair.
Yet he also must have been a bit chagrined. He had just gone
to hell and back to give heaven to earth, and these two were
worried about the political situation of Israel.

“But we were hoping that it was He who was going to
redeem Israel.”

Words painted gray with disappointment. What we wanted
didn’t come. What came, we didn’t want. The result? Shattered
hope. The foundation of their world trembles.

We are not much different than burdened travelers, are we?
Our problem is not so much that God doesn’t give us what

we hope for as it is that we don’t know the right thing for
which to hope. (You may want to read that sentence again.)

Hope is not a granted wish or a favor performed; no, it is far
greater than that. It is a zany, unpredictable dependence on a
God who loves to surprise us out of our socks and be there in

the flesh to see our reaction.

lue-blooded and wild-eyed, this young zealot was hell-
bent on keeping the kingdom pure—and that meant

keeping the Christians out. He marched through the
countryside like a general demanding that backslidden Jews
salute the flag of the motherland or kiss their family and hopes
good-bye.

All this came to a halt, however, on the shoulder of a
highway. Equipped with subpoenas, handcuffs, and a posse,
Paul was on his way to do a little personal evangelism in



Damascus. That’s when someone slammed on the stadium
lights, and he heard the voice.

When he found out whose voice it was, his jaw hit the
ground, and his body followed. He braced himself for the
worst.

Jesus could have finished him on the road. He could have
left him for the buzzards. He could have sent him to hell. But he
didn’t. He sent him to the lost.

Paul himself called it crazy. He described it with phrases like
“stumbling block” and “foolishness,” but chose in the end to
call it “grace.”

And he defended his unquenchable loyalty by saying, “The
love of Christ compels us” (2 Cor. 5:14).

The message is gripping: Show a man his failures without
Jesus, and the result will be found in the roadside gutter. Give a
man religion without reminding him of his filth, and the result
will be arrogance in a three-piece suit. But get the two in the
same heart—get sin to meet Savior and Savior to meet sin—
and the result just might be another Pharisee turned preacher

who sets the world on fire.
